The word "COUSSINET" is French for a special pillow or 
lavender sachet.  It evokes something special on the 
inside which has a gorgeous and unique outer presence.  
The philosophy behind COUSSINET is that outfits can be 
significantly reinvented and revamped by mixing and 
matching with unique accessory pieces.  

 
Designer Greta Grossberg has always had a strong passion 
for scarves and accessories and truly believes that you 
can communicate your mood and personality through the 
perfect piece.  “I have always made a lot of my own 
clothes and improvised a very personal look” explains 
Grossberg. Having started the label after friends showed 
interest in buying the pieces she wore, Greta saw this 
as an opportunity to use her creativity as a vehicle for 
others to express themselves as well.
